American society seems to be much more informal than the British and,
some ways, is characterised by less social distinction. Students do not rise
en a teacher enters the room. One does not always address a person by his
le, such as Major” or “General” or “Doctor”. The respectful “Sir” is not al-
ys used in the northern and western parts of the country.

However, it is best to use a person’s fitle when first meeting him/her, and
en allow the person to tell you how he/she wishes to be called.

They use first names when calling each other, slap on the back, joke and
re much freer in their speech, which is more slangy than the conventional
ritish English. You will often hear the word “Hi” (a form of greeting among
friends) used instead of the usual “Hello”, and “Howdy” instead of “How do
you do?"

Yet, in spite of all the informality, Americans, even in the way they address
each other, show consciousness of social distinction. For example, one is
likely to use somewhat more formal language when talking to superiors.
While the informal “Hello” is an acceptable greeting from employee to em-
ployer, the employee will say “Hello, Mr. Ferguson”, and the employer may
reply “Hello, Jim”.

Certain other forms of politeness are observed on social occasions.
Women may wear hats in church, in restaurants, and often when attending
luncheons in public places and other public social functions expect those that

take place in the evening.

He became Profes-
sor of General Chemistry at the University of St. Petersburg in 1866.
Mendeleyev was a well-known teacher, and, because there was no good text-
book in chemistry at that time, he wrote the two-volume “Principles of Chem-
istry”, which became a classic textbook in chemistry. In this book Mendeleyev
tried to classify the elements according to their chemical properties.

There are more than 60 universities in Britain. But not all universities are
equal. They differ from one another in history, tradition, and academic organi-
sation. Not all British universities have a well-known reputation. Oxford and
Cambridge, the oldest universities, are world-known for their academic excel-
lence. The University of London has the size and breadth to rank among the
UK's top universities. A university usually consists of colleges. The depart-
ments of the colleges are organised into faculties.
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Additional reading

University teaching in the UK differs greatly at both unde:
postgraduate levels from that in many other countries. An undes
programme consists of a series of lectures, seminars, tutorials and I
classes, which in total account for about 15 hours per week.

Following a particular programme students take series of lecture
which may last one academic term or the whole year. Associated with
lecture course are seminars, tutorials, laboratory classes which illusts
topics presented in the lectures.

Lectures are given to large groups of students (from 20 to 200). Sei
and tutorials are much smaller than lecture classes and in some depa
can be on a one-to-one basis (one member of staff and one student).

Students prepare work in advance for seminars and tutorials. And
take the form of a topic for discussion by writing essays or by solving probl

Lectures, seminars and tutorials are all one hour in length, labor
classes last two or three hours. Each student has a tutor whom he can
on any matter whether academic or personal.

The academic year is split into three terms. Formal teaching takes
in the first two terms which last for twenty four weeks in total. The third tej
reserved for classes and examinations and lasts for six weeks.

Universities teach in all major subject areas: arts, science, law, engin
ing, medicine, and social sciences.

University staff are chosen for the best knowledge in their subject.
teaching encourages students to leam in the most effective way. Uni
degree courses extend from three to four years. After three years of study at
University graduates will leave with the Degree of Bachelor of Arts or Scie:
